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DEVELOPING SCHOOL-CLUB LINKS CHECKLIST

The following checklist will assist your club in effectively contacting and developing a relationship with a local school:

· Contact Squash Auckland to ensure your club is not doubling-up with programs already initiated by other clubs within your sport.

· Contact the teacher in charge or school sport coordinator to determine the best way to communicate with them and the person responsible for sport or physical education (every school is different)

· Be aware: Most schools plan the following year’s sport program in Term 4

· If appropriate, send club information to the appropriate school contact and follow this up with a phone call

· If possible, offer to conduct school clinics, information sessions.
· If conducting a school programme, make sure you demonstrate a professional approach (e.g. confirmation of attendance prior to the session, provide written information, appropriate dress, consider your presentation and language)

· Plan for enjoyment, high participation and skill development rather than focussing on competition

· School classes generally have 25 to 30 students, be prepared to handle large class sizes if you deliver a programme
