The team will be selected in  
the first week of June and in 
preparation for the games 
they will fly to Singapore for 
one week of training prior to 
their arrival in Delhi in Octo-
ber.

The World Junior Men’s 
Championships will be held 
in Quito, Equador from the 
27th July — 7th August. 
Quito is 9,186ft above sea 
level so the demands of 
playing at altitude will be an 
added challenge for the 
team. 
 
The squad has been train-
ing for almost two years and 
the intensity has been build-
ing over the last six 
months . 
 
With the squad exceeding 
their physical conditioning 
standards and achieving 
personal bests they are in 
very good shape for the 
forthcoming competition.  
 
A team of four will be se-
lected in June and they will 
be accompanied by  An-
thony Ricketts, SNZ high 
performance coach.

The New Zealand Olympic Committee 

advocates equal opportunities for men 

and women in sport by encouraging 

gender balanced representation in deci-

sion making roles at all levels and in all 

structures, especially in the governance 

of national sporting organizations.  

The Chair of the Women in Sport work-

ing group for the NZOC is Susie Sim-

cock, who as most of you will know has 

been extensively involved in squash and 

the Olympic movement for many years.  

While the NZOC working group is com-

mitted to increasing the participation 

rates of women on national and interna-

tional sport organizations only 53% of 

the NZOC affiliated organizations have 

met the 2005 IOC target of 20% female 

representation on their boards. 18% of 

NZ sporting boards have no women on 

their boards. 

Through her continued efforts, Susie 

has helped to address this gender imbal-

ance and the board of Squash New Zea-

land now has a 29% female representa-

tion.   

Balanced gender representation assists 

with the overall organizational climate 

and culture and can aid the quality of 

considerations and outcomes. 

SNZ would encourage all clubs and dis-

tricts to reflect on their gender balance 

and take this into consideration when 

seeking to fill positions in their organiza-

tion.

SIT 
 
Grading System 
 
 The grading system has been 
operating live now for 6 months and with 
several enhancements it is working well. 
To date around 8000 users have regis-
tered with about 1500 still pending.  
 
The registration and login process has 
been streamlined to make it easier to 
access but there are still a large number 
of members who have yet to compete the 
process. Usernames and passwords are 
available from your district administrators 
and SNZ.  
 
The annual membership return due in 
July will be a good opportunity for clubs to 
use the SIT platform to clean up their 
membership lists. The membership data-
base has been designed as a club mem-
bership management tool and clubs can 
use the system to effectively manage 
their club lists. 
 
Interclub 
       
 The interclub module is online 
and is now being used by several dis-
tricts. With grateful assistance from 
Squash Wellington the module has been 
tested and refined so that team entries 
can now be received online, draws posted 
and results entered on line. Results are 
uploaded to the grading system overnight 
and displayed the following day. 
 
When posted the draws display playing 
times, venues and team list. The results 
update a points table that shows the 
points standings for all the teams in the 
competition. 
 
Results Entry 
 
 The results entry module has 
been operating for about 5 months now 
and it is being used by many districts to 
enter their tournament results. 

 
Once saved the results are uploaded to 
the grading system overnight and they 
appear on the grading list the next day. 
 
Currently we are refining the fields for the 
entry of results and creating a new search 
page that will make it easier to track the 
results that have been entered. 
 
Other Modules 
 
 The online tournament entry, 
web court booking, access and security 
and competition management are either 
in development or being tested with re-
lease due over the next few months. 
 
Club Development 
 
 To date six districts have submit-
ted club development proposals. Two 
have been signed off with the others cur-
rently being processed. As stated earlier, 
funding for these proposals is only to 
September 30th 2010.  
 
A presentation on the process from that 
point onwards will be made at the district 
presidents meeting in July. It is the inten-
tion of the board to appoint a Club Devel-
opment Director who will be responsible 
for the preparation and implementation of 
a strategic plan for club development.  
 
Recently you will have seen a number of 
club development videos on the SNZ 
website. Prepared by Rob Walker from 
Club Kelburn the videos deal with every-
thing from presentation, prospecting, mar-
keting and membership retention. Each 
video is between 5 and 10 minutes long 
and is accompanied by a script of the 
content. Further information is available 
from Rob at rob@clubk.co.nz or from 
SNZ.

Coaching 
 
The SNZ coaching strategy is a compre-
hensive plan that includes an athlete path-
way and coach development framework. It 
is designed to be delivered at a regional 
level in partnership with regional sports 
trusts, SNZ and local squash districts. 

 
Dave Clarke, SNZ Coaching Director, has 
done a great job to pull this together and 
begin the implementation process. The 
nature of the partnerships is going to be 
challenging but the key to success is being 
flexible and arriving at an outcome that 
suits all the parties involved. 
 
SNZ has been working with a number of 
districts and RSTs to develop proposals 
that will see the appointment of coach 
force officers who will deliver the elements 
of the framework. The extent of the roles 
will vary from district to district, based on 
affordability and availability of resources 
but in time it will develop into a compre-
hensive network throughout the country.
